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Accelerating Social Enterprise

* A new Social Enterprise Action Plan for Wales, 2009 was launched in February 2009 as
a successor to the Social Enterprise Strategy, 2005. The Action Plan was developed in
consultation with the Third Sector and includes 20 key actions to develop emerging and
existing social enterprises in Wales.

The Welsh Assembly Government commissioned Sector Projects, Geoeconomics and
The Research Unit in May 2008 to undertake a mapping and baseline exercise of
social enterprise activity across Wales. The overall aim of the study was to provide a
deeper and more detailed understanding of the size, scope, nature, health and role of
social enterprises in Wales. The results of this study are helping the Welsh Assembly
Government to decide how it can better target its support for social enterprises.

The Welsh Assembly Government has also worked with key stakeholders to examine
how a new representative body for social enterprises in Wales can be developed. It is
anticipated that Welsh SEC (Social Enterprise Coalition) will be in place in early 2010.

e The Welsh Assembly Government has also established a new Social Enterprise Ministerial
Advisory Group. This new group advises on social enterprise issues.

* The Deputy Minister for Regeneration spoke at the Social Enterprise Coalition UK's
annual VOICE Conference in February 2009 in Birmingham and invited this prestigious
conference to Wales for 2010. This event was held at the Cardiff International Arena on

February 1st - 2nd 2010.

e The Welsh Assembly Government has worked in
partnership with the Big Lottery Fund to develop

a new Community Asset Transfer Fund. This
three year £13 million capital and revenue fund
opened for applications in October 2009.

e The Third Sector Unit continues to work

closely with Value Wales to identify areas of

opportunity for Third Sector businesses to

improve their tendering to provide public

services. Value Wales has developed a new

Social Care Procurement Route Planner to
simplify the process for procurers of social
care. It is unique in the UK.

* With the support of £3.6 million match
funding from the Welsh Assembly Government,
the Wales Co-operative Centre was successful in its
bid for Convergence funding to provide social enterprise
development support over the next five years. This £7.2
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million project will work across all Convergence areas and has challenging targets to
provide social enterprise support along two strands. The first strand will raise awareness
of the contribution social enterprises make to social and economic regeneration and
the second will provide advice and support for pre-start social enterprises, a mentoring
service, training (including workshops and master classes) and signposting to other
support agencies available for ongoing support.

The Welsh Assembly Government also agreed to provide £1.3
million funding over three years (2008 - 09 to 2010 - 11)
to the Development Trust Association Wales, the

Wales Co-operative Centre, Social Firms Wales and
the Robert Owen Community Banking Fund
to provide sector specific support services to
social enterprises.

The Welsh Assembly Government hosted
a buyer/supplier event in May 2008 to
promote greater collaborative working
between the public and Third Sectors
through effective procurement.
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Personalising Public Services

The Welsh Assembly Government's strategy for citizen-centred services requires partner
organisations to work together so that boundaries between sectors, organisations or
professions do not stand in the way of meeting people’s individual needs.

The Third Sector's often close relationships with the users of its services can help it
to promote ‘co-production’ of outcomes, where beneficiaries are equal partners with
professionals in transforming services to suit their needs.

By functioning as intermediaries between people and public services, Third Sector
organisations can often improve the interaction between the two. This can help drive
innovation, give people a democratic voice and encourage active citizenship. The Third Sector
can also promote accountability, by providing a challenge and advocacy role on behalf of
citizens at the margins of society.

The Welsh Assembly Government contributes to the core funding of Care and Repair Wales
and its agencies. £4.5 million was awarded to the organisation in 2008-09. The service
is geared to helping older people remain in their own homes for as long as possible by
helping them to obtain appropriate forms of help, both financial and non-financial (e.g. by
accessing repairs, renovation and adaptations) that they may need. The organisation also
received £2.1 million in 2008-09 in respect of the Rapid Response Adaptations Programme.
This is preventative in its nature and is designed to provide a programme of small-scale
repairs which allow older people or vulnerable adults to remain in their own homes to avoid
hospitalisation or residential care. It can also facilitate quicker hospital
dlscharge Both Care and Repair Cymru and individual agencies
work very closely with partner organisations in the statutory and
. the Third Sectors in order to take forward national housing,

Grant Scheme provided approximately £2.2 million
funding last year to support and enhance the Third
Sector contribution to the care of people experiencing

| mental health problems, their families and carers. This

grant also funds the Mental Health Local Development
Service which helps to advise, guide and inform the
development & sustainability of local mental health

Third Sector organisations. Activities supported include

drop-in centres, supported accommodation, activity

programmes and information and support services.

Through these grants it is hoped to decrease the pressure on

social services and increase peoples’ feelings of acceptance and

understanding within the community.

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The Welsh Assembly Government provided an extra £3 million to ensure that people get
the benefits they are entitled to, and worked towards increasing the take-up of Council Tax
Benefit and Housing Benefit. It is hoped that this money will remove barriers to benefits
take-up and help people get the benefits they are entitled to. Research was

commissioned and a report was published that makes a number of
recommendations to local authorities, including the need to
ensure that their claim forms and guidance, are as clear and
straightforward as they can be, and that staff are trained to
help claimants through the process.

Other barriers included a lack of information about
benefits, a fear that claimants may lose other benefits
or that they would be taken into care.

Making sure that families claim the benefits they
are entitled to is an important strand in the Welsh
Assembly Government's efforts to meet its' One
Wales commitment to tackling pensioner and child
poverty.

A further £4 million was announced to encourage
black and minority ethnic members of the community
back into work. The fund (being led by the All Wales Ethnic
Minority Association) is provided to help people furthest from
the labour market, particularly women in BME communities, to gain

new qualifications and enter further education. Tailored to the needs of each individual, it
is intended to tackle the specific barriers that prevent people from these communities from
progressing in their careers.

Funding for the Third Sector

The Guide to Welsh Assembly Government Third Sector Grants continues to be updated on a
regular basis and is available on the Welsh Assembly Government website accessible at:

The Welsh Assembly Government's “Code of Practice for Funding the Third Sector”
(the Code) governs how the Welsh Assembly Government and its agents should approach
funding of the Sector.

The Code sets out the types of funding that the Welsh Assembly Government provides, the
principles upon which funding decisions should be based, and the terms and arrangements
under which funding should be offered.

Welsh Assembly Government Sponsored Bodies and local authorities are encouraged to
develop their own codes of practice on funding the Sector.

How much did the Welsh Assembly Government spend on
the Third Sector in 2008-09?

In 2008-09 the Welsh Assembly Government spent nearly £493 million on direct funding of
the Third Sector. The Welsh Assembly Government has agreed to supply a breakdown of its
payments to the Third Sector each year.

The Welsh Assembly Government has worked with the Wales Council for Voluntary Action's
Research Unit to identify Third Sector organisations which have received direct payments
from the Welsh Assembly Government. This has led to the provision of more accurate data
than has been available previously.

The chart opposite does not include indirect payments made to Third Sector organisations
where the Welsh Assembly Government has provided funding to another organisation, for
example a local authority, which may have subsequently funded Third Sector organisations.
