In Patients will transfer to Ysbyty Ystrad Fawr on a 
phased basis but all wards will have transferred by 
Monday 14th November. Ward staff will inform you when a 
patient you visit or care for will be moving to Ysbyty Ystrad 
Fawr, and their location in the new hospital. 

Out Patients appointments will transfer to Ysbyty 
Ystrad Fawr by Monday 14th November. Patients will be 
informed by letter if their appointment has changed. 

 

 
 

Ysbyty Ystrad Fawr is located at Caerphilly Road, Ystrad 
Mynach. The post code is CF82 7XU. It is opposite the old 
Ystrad Mynach Hospital. Patient access by car is off the A469 
dual carriageway. Bus stops are located on Caerphilly Road.
