For some, their children are now
young adults and the benefit has passed
them by. For others, their children are sadly
ni longer with us.

I hawe a & year old son with complex
special needs. He's a wheelchair user and
his life at the moment invohees regular visits
to physiotherapy and orthotics clinics in
Mewport; appoiniments with two different
consultants at the Royal Gwent Hospital;
attending hearing tests and other clinics in
Cwnbran; hospital appeintments in Cardiff
and at least two appointments a year with
specialists in London.

¥Whilst I'm willing to do anything and

go anywhere for my son, if's fair to say
that the whole process is often totally
owerwhelming. Many of the places | wisit
are extremely dificult and expensive to
get to — there is often no on-site parking,
commumication between experts is difficult
and disjointed as they are often based

in various different places. Space for
freatment rooms is so restricted that our
appointments are often conducted in a
hospital-style curtaned off cubicle with a
total lack of privacy, where staff can be
found perched on the edge of the freatment
beds completing papenwork as they do not
hawe adequate office space to underiake
their day-to-day administration duties.

Deggibe these woefully inadequate facilities
all of the staff that m?meet are dedicated
and committed to providing an excellent
senvice, albeit under extremely challenging
working conditions.

The proposals for the new Cenfre will maks
such a difference, with various agencies
working together under one roof to provide
families like mine with a mone streamlined
senvice. Although my son's needs have

an obvious m:ﬁical ias, | understand that
the Cenire will also encompass teams

from social services, education and mental
health and other facilities.
